HELD OCTOBER 12, 1973

The Special Meeting of the College Township Board of Supervisors
was called to order by Chairman Elwood Williams at 12:00 Noon,
October 12, 1973. Other Supervisors present were Lester Weaver and
Clarence Trotter. Also present was Charles DuBois of the Centre Daily

Times.

The purpose of the Special Meeting was to pass an Ordinance fo
borrow money for indebtedness of $110,000 which has occurred through
the Spring Creek Park Phase Il Project, pending reimbursement of same
from the Federal and State Funds later in the year or early next year.
This money will be borrowed from the Central Counties Bank on terms
designated, authorizing the execution of a note or notes evidencing
the loan, declaring said notes to be the legal obligation of the
Township, declaring said indebtedness to be within the legal limita-
+ions, and to take such other actions as may be necessary or desirable.

This will be ORDINANCE NO. 46 for College Township.

I+ was moved by Mr. Trotter that this Ordinance be adopted. This
was seconded by Mr. Weaver and supported by Mr. Williams. Motion was

carried.

This Ordinance wi!! be advertised again that it has bssn spproved

by the Board of Supervisors.




The Board will aiso need the signature of one of the Auditors

verifying that College Township is debt-free.

A letter was received from the Centrai Counties Bank indicating

that the money will be set aside for us for 60 days.

The next item discussed was approving an amendment for an extension
of time of the State Planning Assistance Grant Contract for the Regional
Comprehensive Plan to December 31, 1974. This extension is due to the
fact that the Cenire Region Area Transportation Study started 16 months

after the date that was anticipated it would start, which was July 1, 1972,

A motion was made by Mr. Weaver that we approve this amendment. This
was seconded by Mr. Trotter and supported by Mr. Williams. Motion was

carried.

The next item was the meeting which is to be called by the Supervisors
on illegal subdivisions occurring in College Township. A date will be
set this next week, and that will suit the Solicitor, Reed McCormick.

Mr. Trotter indicated that he would prefer this not be a noon meeting
