Posting of NO PARKING Signs on L.R. 14016 (University Drive). In a «copy of

a letter from Mr. David Stormer, Director of Dept. of University Safety, PSU, to
Mr. Bruce Speegle, District Engineer for PennDST, dated Scptember 15, 1975,

Mr. Stormer requested that NO PARKING signs be placed along University Drive.

The University previously had problems with parking along the berm of this

road and now since the opening of the new Student Intramural Building adjacent
to the University Drive it is being used more routinely. As this represents

a high accident potential and certainly a safety hazard to pedestrians who cut
between the parked cars onto the roadway, they feel these signs should be posted.

In a copy of Mr. Speegle's response to Mr. Stormer's letter, dated September
30, 1975, he indicates that this authority has been given to the local authorities,
thus this area would be under the jurisdiction of the College Township Supervisors.
The authority to regulate or prohibit parking must be done by the adoption of a
municipal ordinance. Also, that the standard and official signs be used in
posting this restriction. A copy of the current regulations were attached.

Mr. Stormer, in turn, forwarded a letter to the Supervisors asking that
College Township adopt an ordinance banning parking on the berm of the road
from Curtin Road to Bigler Road and that the University will place the NO PARKING
signs in conformance with PennDOT specifications.

Mr. Williams stated the Township Parking Ordinance is currently being revised
and indicated this would be included in the revisions.

A copy of a letter to Mr. Speegle from Mr. Stormer, dated November 25, 1975,

Due to fiscal limitations as well as their own rising
postage costs, they will not be able to continue to pay postage due for mail
which is sent to them with insufficient postage. They ask the cooperation of

the municipalities in making sure the mail contains the correct amount. It was
mentioned by the Board that with 1452 mmicipalities in Pemnsylvania, it probably

took about $200 to send this letter out to each of them.

letter conoernlnidangerous condition at the Hillftgp Trailer Park. An

anonymous letter was received by the Board concerning a condition which has
existed in Hilltop Trailer Park for many years, and believe to be a dangerous
one. The writer refers to delivery of LP bottled gas to mobile homes in the Park
by Mr, John Mitchell made in an International Scout with no current inspection
sticker, license plate or warning signs as to the vehicle's use. He is presently
using a newer Scout but still has no warning signs on it. The area where these
bettliez are stored is a paved parking ares with no fence or warning signs.

Dog Enforcement Officer. At the Board's request, the Borough of State

College prepared a proposal to provide dog law enforcement services in College
Township in conjunction with the Police Services Contract.
The dog officer would be assigned to work in the Township under existing

Police supérvision for a period of ten hours per week. The ten hours would be

to provide 8:00 z.m. to 5:00 p.m. complaint response as nesde

two hours per day of routine activities, Monday through Friday. Police support




ces in dog matters would be provided beyond the 8 - § perdod on
‘the same basis as provided in the Borough. The cost would be based on the cost
of the Dog Enforcement Officer's salary and fringe benefits, aa
ithe wehicle used and Township payment of the Veterinarian's costs of impounding
dogs.  For 1975 the cost for the dog officer on.an hourly basis was $5.00, for
1976 it will be $5.47. The mileage charge is 15 cents per mile. Veterinarian's

fees are as billed and are approximately $3.00 per day each dog is boarded.

If this proposal is acceptable with the Board, the Borough will be pleased
to meet and develop an agre which can be presented to both Boards for
execution. They also recommended the proposed service be tried on a trial basis
for 90 days to determine if it meets the Township and Borough needs.

The proposal was confusing to the Board; thus clarification is needed before
a decision can be made. Mr. Williams will meet with Mr. Fairbanks for clarifi-
cation of this proposal. It was estimated this would cost the Township approxi-
mately $3,000 per year, A discussion was held on how Mr. Hemmes, the previous dog
officer, handled the situation. It was also mentioned that when a dog is taken
to the SPCA, the owner is responsible for the costs incurred for boarding, etc.

Mr. Ziegler made the comment that Mr. Hemmes didn't catch too many dogs.
