He had no objection to h@@rlnq on if there
was any feasible way to do it. He wasn't sure a pump
would work.

SLdnez Cohn Properties, 821 Pike Street, Dado Properties.
Mr. Cohn was present. New sewer line bulit in alley to
serve the two (2) units - it was felt owner was dragging
his feet on connectlng. Mr. Cohn stated that he had never
been informed that he must connect. He later stated he
had received a Certified Letter informing him to connect.
Mr. Cohn further stated he was dealing with misinformation
and a lot of frustrations. He stated he could not obtain
sufficient information to explain why he should connect.
He had asked how the figures he received were arrived at
and what happens if someone else builds and connects onto
the sewer line (which he has paid 57% of the costs) in the
alley. He would like to get some clear answers and get
this out of the way.

Council informed him there was an Ordinance reguiring
him to connect, Ordinance #39, Section 2.01, which Mr. Dean
read. Dargitz stated he felt the Authority had informed
him of costs involved. Council, voluntarily and not required
by law, will try to get a clear understanding of costs
involved to him and if he is not satisfied he may request
a meeting with the Board of Assessment to appeal. Council
will communicate with Mr. Cohn before final action is taken.

There are 15 round trips proposed for 1981-82 from State College
to Nittany Mall and Bellefonte, 12 of which areibelng made to the
Nittany Mall and the other 3 to Bellefonte nhlch.Bellefonte is
being charged for.

Other discussions were held on various items of the budget
such as the proposed advertising pro;ect to be placed in the buses,
which Mr. Oversier answered that they have plans to pursue this
program but have not cqntacted any advertising firms relative to
this as yet because he did not feel they were far enough along into
this. If participating municipalities wish to reduce the amount of
contrlbutlons to the CATA Program, notification has to be done
prior to September 1 of the year follow1ng accordlng to the agree-
ment because this would involve a complete re-allocation. Also
question was asked on Capital Improvements item and why the Authorlty
did not make the payment of $20,000 toward the loan on buses.
